Kevin Moscoso (GUA). He had 3 saves in the first leg of QF vs. New York City. With 16 saves, it tops the global ranking in this edition. He was the goalkeeper with the most saves in the 2022 knockout stages (13).  In the knockout series against Colorado Rapids he made 12 saves, and in the definition from the penalties he saved three shots.  
· TOP PLAYERS:
· Kevin Lopez (HON). He gave a goal assist to Manuel Gamboa and was the player with the most shots (5), fouls received (6) and recovered balls (3). He made 10 appearances in the SCCL in 4 editions: 3 games in 2015/16, 2 in 2018 and 2 in 2020 with FC Motagua. In 2022 he made 3 appearances with Comunicaciones FC.
· José Contreras (GUA).  He was the player with the most passes vs. New York City (41). The captain, had 3 recoveries and has played (287 minutes).
· Manuel Gamboa (PAN).  He scored the only goal of Comunicaciones FC vs. New York City FC. The 23-year-old defender has played 277 minutes in the SCCL 2022 with 4 recovered balls and 88 correct passes (87% effectiveness).

He faced Tigres UANL -MEX- at the Exploria Stadium in Orlando -where the felines played the home games- and fell 4-0 (André-Pierre Gignac, Leonardo Fernández, Rafael Carioca and Javier Aquino).
· TOP SCORERS IN THE HISTORY OF SCCL: Heber Araujo (BRA) and Valentín Castellanos (ARG) 3 goals, Alexander Callens (PER) and Talles Magno (BRA) 2.  TOP SCORERS PER SEASON (+ 1 goal): Heber Araujo (BRA) 3 goals in 2020; Valentín Castellanos (ARG) 3 in 2022.
HAT-TRICKS IN SCCL (1): Heber Araujo (BRA) vs. AD San Carlos (CRC) in the 2020 knockout stages.

Sean Johnson (USA). He completed 2 saves and 2 clearances in the current edition of the SCCL and together with Rodolfo Cota (MEX) of León MEX they were the only ones who kept the fence undefeated in both meetings of R16. The NYCFC captain accumulates 6 appearances in the Concacaf Champions League with 3 clean sheets, 12 saves and 5 goals conceded (2020 and 2022).
· NYCFC has an ideal score in this edition of the Concacaf Champions League (9).
· NOTABLE PLAYERS:
· Valentín Castellanos (ARG).  The Argentine  striker participated in the 3 goals against the Guatemalans (1 goal and 2 assists) and was the player with the most shots (5). With the goal scored, he matched Heber's (BRA) mark as NYCFC's leading scorer in SCCL history with (3).
· Maximiliano Moralez (ARG).  He made 2 shots and scored a goal vs. Comunicaciones FC. The Argentine has played (7) matches in the SCCL alongside Valentín Castellanos (ARG), Alexander Callens (PER) and Maxime Chanot (LUX).
· Santiago Rodríguez (URU).  He participated in 2 of  New York City's 3 goals in a 3–1 win against Comunicaciones FC. The Uruguayan assisted Valentín Castellanos and scored the  3-1 goal. He completed 47 passes and 2 recovered balls.
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
