Ergilio Hato Stadium, Willemstad, CUW 

It will be the 2nd encounter in the history of the Concacaf Nations League. Grenada won 2-0 when 
they met in the opening match of Group B of the current League B edition. 

Saint Martin 0-2 Grenada (Lucas Akins and Regan Charles-Cook), League B (Group B) - CONCACAF 
Nations League 2024/25, Kirani James Athletics Stadium, St. George's, GRN (6-SEP-2024). 

They also faced each other in the qualifiers for the 2018/19 Concacaf Nations League, where 
Grenada secured victory. 

Grenada 5-2 Saint Martin (Jamal Charles x2, Kennedy Hinkson, and AJ Paterson x2; Ylaire Joachim 
and Danilo Cocks), Round 3 - Grenada National Stadium, St. George’s, GRN (16-NOV-2018). 

They will play the 5th match in the overall history. Grenada leads the all-time series: GP-4 W-4 D-0 
L-0 (GF-22 GA-6). 

In addition to the recent meetings in CNLQ 2018/19 (Round 3) and CNL 2024/25 (League B - Group 
B - Round 1), they were opponents in the Preliminary Round of the 2003 Concacaf Gold Cup 
Caribbean, where Grenada won: 

Grenada 8-3 Saint Martin (Kennedy Phillip, Henderson Ettiene, Rennie x5, and Ricky Charles; Clive 
Lynch, Bertrand Pindi, and Thierry Samer), Grenada National Stadium, St George’s, GRN (6-JUL-
2002). 

Saint Martin 1-7 Grenada (Matthew Francois; Kithson Bain, Kennedy Phillip, Kellon Baptiste, 
Bishop, Ricky Charles x3), Stade Alberic Richards, Sandy Ground, SNM (4-AUG-2002).

Myles Hippolyte. He contributed 1 goal and provided 1 assist in the 4-0 victory over Saint Lucia in 
Round 5 of Group B in League B. The midfielder also contributed with 3 corner kicks, 1 shot, 24 
accurate passes, and 1 ball recovery in the last match. 

Trevon Williams. He had a direct impact on 2 of the 4 goals and recorded 3 shots in the 4-0 win 
over Saint Lucia in the last match, with 1 goal and 1 assist. The midfielder completed 93% of his 
passes in the last game. 

Jermaine Francis. He was involved in 50% of the goals in the first match of the November window, 
contributing 1 goal and 1 assist in the 4-0 win over Saint Lucia. The England-born player will reach 
10 appearances in the CONCACAF Nations League.

Players to watch: 

Axel Raga. He made 5 shots in the 5 matches of the current competition. He is the top scorer 
for Saint Martin in the CNL with 9 goals scored across 2 editions (2023/24 and 2024/25). The 
forward registered 1 goal in the current tournament (vs. Saint Lucia in Round 3). 

Pierre-Bertrand Arne. He was the player with the most shots against Curaçao in Round 5 (4). 
The midfielder scored 3 goals and provided 2 assists in his 8 appearances in the history of the 
competition. 

Keelan Lebon. He had a direct impact on 3 of the last 4 goals in the 4-0 victory over Saint Lucia 
in Round 4 of Group B in League B (2 goals and 1 assist). He has scored 3 goals in 6 
appearances in the competition's history. He made 7 shots in the current tournament.
